
 
 

25 Vendimiary (16 October) 2009 
 
 

To the marchers of the November 7, 2009 “Rally and March on the White House” 
from the Cuban American Political Prisoner Ana Lucia Gelabert 
 
 I welcome, encourage and join you in spirit as you Òretake the streetsÓ and march 
on Washington. I would propose, on my own, a four prong agenda of urgent things to be 
done NOW: 
 
1. WE WANT OUR OBAMA, THE ONE WE THE PEOPLE ELECTED, AND 
NOT THE MEALY-MOUTHED “NOBAMA” THAT RIGHT WINGERS SEEM 
TO HAVE PUT IN THE WHITE HOUSE. 
 
 This two faced ÒNobamaÓ speaks from two sides of his mouth. First, to placate us, 
the people and raise false hopes, he speaks from the left side of his mouth. This was 
during the campaign. But right away, he speaks from the right side of his mouth and 
bends over backwards to reassure the right wingers that all will be okay. 
 
 Enough of that, we elected ACTION, not demography. 
 
 Our Obama, back in the power seat- where we, the people, elected him to be- 
should enact at once to the following: 
 



2. FREE UNIVERSAL HEALTH CARE NOW AND NO MORE LIES OR    
EXCUSES. 
 
 ÒHealth care is a right, not a privilege!Ó, said our Obama on the campaign trail. 
And we, the people, voted ÒYES!Ó on that issue.  
 
 Covering everybody in the United States and its territories, whether documented 
or not, with no exclusionary previous conditions of health. But voluntary, not mandatory: 
any right winger not wishing to participate may exclude themselves from the plan. Of 
course, theyÕll still pay their share of taxes. Nonetheless, they will not be forced to take 
part in the benefits. 
 
 The plan will be paid for by a combination of taxing the Òsuper richÓ and 
nationalizing the pharmaceutical industry as needed to create a surplus or profit. 
 
3. EMPTY UNITED STATES PRISONS NOW! 
 
Follow George BushÕs example with Cuba:  
 Dubya labeled Cuba Òa tropical gulagÓ, referring to her 120 prisoners per 100,000 
population imprisonment ratio. Yet the USÕs 2.7 million prisoners coast to coast make a 
840 prisoners per 100,000 population imprisonment ratio. ÒSeven times more of a gulag 
than Cuba is!Ó We should then trim prison populations here to look like CubaÕs. Even if 
the USÕs imprisonment were cut down from 2.7 million to 400,000, it would still be twice 
as large as CubaÕs. This would result in net direct savings of $220 billion each year. This 
would make it possible to lower tuition, stop foreclosures and nationalize standard health 
care. This would also add an additional $160 billion to the gross domestic product.  
 
 All in all, we will be restarting our national economy on a rational brand, Ònew 
working people basisÓ, instead of capitalism, greed, and crime, by the Cheneys and 
Bushes, as in the past. Cut prisoner population to bone NOW! 
 
4. END RACIALLY BIASED U.S. CENSUS IN 2010: ONE PERSON, ONE VOTE 
REGARDLESS OF RACE 
 
 Based on a false and racist interpretation of the Fourteenth amendment, prisoners 
are denied the right to vote, but are still counted by the US Census. They are not counted 
as part of the highly populated urban impoverished inner cities where most prisoners 
came from, but as part of the sparsely populated, middle class, rather affluent, 
overwhelmingly Anglo-White rural prison counties where they are warehoused. The 
result is cyphening billions of tax dollars to provide more frills and luxuries to the rural 
prison counties instead of helping out barrios and ghettos. Even worse, it slants the 
political clout unfairly in favor of the prison counties at the expense of the ÒcoloredÓ 
inner city slums.
